General Information 
Parking information. The city police will enforce parking regulations on the streets surrounding the College 
throughout the weekend, so guests are reminded to observe all parking signs. Parking areas on campus will be 
marked, and security officers will be available to provide directions. For the Commencement ceremony, a van 
shuttle will run constantly from the various parking areas on campus to the Bell parking lot, the area adjacent 
to The Dell. The Dell is steep, and everyone is advised to wear comfortable and appropriate shoes. 
Assistance for those with disabilities.  For the Commencement ceremony, vans for those who cannot walk 
down into The Dell will leave from the Main Hall front porch between 7:45 A.M. and 9:45 A.M. The van will 
also pick up passengers at the far north end of the Bell Parking Lot.  Special seating will be provided for those 
unable to walk down to The Dell.  Guests with disabilities may also choose to watch the ceremony from the 
Pines House located at the top of The Dell.  Advance registration is not required to ride the shuttle or to sit in 
the special seating area. 
Commencement Rain Tickets. In the event of rain: Each graduate will be issued tickets for four guests in 
the event that Commencement must be held in Smith Hall Theatre. (The graduates and seniors’ squires do 
not need tickets.) Tickets will ensure admittance to the actual Commencement ceremony. There will also be 
seating in Smith Banquet Hall just below the theatre, where additional guests may watch Commencement on 
monitors.  Graduates will receive their rain tickets at Final Friday. 
Cameras and video equipment. Use of cameras and video equipment during Commencement is permitted 
in the designated areas. 
Pagers and Cell Phones. During the Commencement ceremony, all pagers & cell phones must be turned 
off. 
**Professional photographers will be taking a photo of each graduate receiving a diploma.  
Commencement video. Order forms for the Commencement video will be available in an envelope on the 
Commencement bulletin boards in the Main Hall lobby for those who would like to purchase a video but did 
not place an order in advance. 
It is important for graduates to BE ON TIME for Daisy Chain and Commencement rehearsal and lineup. 
Instructions for graduates and seniors’ squires will be posted on the Commencement bulletin board in the 
Main Hall lobby.
