2. Encourage student independence, leadership, and/or freedom with significant responsibility

3. Provide students with hands-on, interactive, and/or skills-building experiences

While SCIF grants will be relatively modest (no more than $2000.00), there is funding adequate to move strategic initiatives along.  Proposals for the 2009-2010 academic year and summer 2010 activities will be considered.  It is intended that expenditures would not otherwise have been covered in an existing budget, or appropriate for consideration from another funding source on campus.  New initiatives  will receive priority over those that build on existing successes.  Teaching enhancement  activities are not appropriate for this funding opportunity.  If the Professional Development Committee believes your proposal falls under the jurisdiction of any standing committee (e.g. Curriculum or General Education), your proposal will be forwarded to them for review.
