Resizing Images and Resolution using PhotoShop

Image Size and Resolution: These are not the same thing.  Photoshop measures image size in pixels, but includes resolution information in order to find out what size an image is.  (For example, an image that is 1000 x 800 pixels in size and has a resolution of 100 pixels/inch will print as a 10”x 8”.)

When scanning, set your resolution to at least 300 pixels (dots) per inch.  Edit the high resolution image.  If you need to resize an image or change the resolution, use Image->Image Size.  It’s very important to keep image size in mind when you are planning to use the photo on a webpage (as well as if you are going to e-mail a photo).  A good rule of thumb is to size the photo at approximately 800 x 600 pixels.

For web output, a resolution of 150 dpi is fine.  Very few monitors will go higher than this.  Why shrink it at all?  By cutting the resolution in half, you’ll cut the image size by roughly 75%.  Simply keep the (inch) dimensions the same and reset the resolution.
