2Language competency is a clear advantage in today’s world, and the global studies student is encouraged to go as far as
possible in language studies. The student majoring in global studies should understand that job opportunities and career
options are enhanced by intentional effort to gain proficiency in languages that tie to the major focus. With this in mind, the
major requires, at a minimum, intermediate-level proficiency in a modern language other than English. The student can
demonstrate this proficiency either by earning a placement score beyond the intermediate level or by completing a fourth-
semester, intermediate-level language course with a grade of C or better. The student who has completed secondary education
at a school whose language of instruction is other than English can seek an exception to this language requirement.
