Sue Ott Rowlands was named the 11th president of Randolph College in 
March 2022 and assumed the office on July 1, 2022.

A professor of theatre arts in the School of the Arts at Northern Kentucky 
University, she also served as provost and executive vice president for academic 
affairs at NKU between January 2014 and January 2021.
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Prior to her tenure at NKU, Ott Rowlands served as dean of the College of 
Liberal Arts and Human Sciences at Virginia Polytechnic Institute and State 
University (Virginia Tech). She also served as interim dean of the College of 
Arts and Sciences and professor and chair of the Department of Theatre and 
Film at the University of Toledo (Ohio). In addition, she was chair of The Ohio 
State University’s Acting/Directing Program in the Department of Theatre and 
head of the acting program at Webster University in St. Louis. Her specialty 
areas of teaching and creative activities are acting and directing for the theatre.

Ott Rowlands is the founding artistic director of Glacity Theatre Collective 
in Toledo and the Cleveland Women’s Theatre Project, both professional 
theatres. She is the former associate artistic director of Round House Theatre 
in Washington, D.C. and managing director of The Actor’s Space in New York 
City. Ott Rowlands’ career has spanned higher education administration, 
university teaching, arts administration, and professional theatre. She 
continues to travel extensively as part of her ongoing efforts to establish and 
promote international study abroad opportunities and international arts 
exchanges.

As a member of Actor’s Equity Association, the professional actors’ union, 
Ott Rowlands has worked at theatres around the country. Her creative 
research agenda remains active through the development and touring of 
solo performance pieces. Ott Rowlands has performed in India, Taiwan, New 
Zealand, Italy, Chile, Switzerland, Saudi Arabia, Hungary (three national 
tours), Wales, England, the Czech Republic, and Sri Lanka.

In addition to the above-mentioned institutions of higher education, 
Ott Rowlands has been on the faculties of professional training programs 
throughout the country, including Circle-in-the-Square, New York University, 
The Actor’s Space, the American Musical and Dramatic Academy in New York 
City, Western Maryland College, and the Cleveland Play House. She has taught 
internationally and has conducted residencies at Toi Whakaari: New Zealand 
Drama School and Victoria University (Wellington, NZ), National Taiwan 
University (Taipei), Chetana Theatre (Calcutta, India) and Rangayana Theatre 
(Mysore, India), the University of Debrecen and the University of Szeged 
(Hungary), and the University of Colombo in Sri Lanka.

Ott Rowlands is a member of Phi Beta Delta, the society of international 
scholars.

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College Symbols
Description of the College Mace

Symbolic of authority, the College mace is carried by a senior faculty member serving as the 
College marshal on ceremonial occasions during the academic procession. The mace bears the 

College seal on top of a flame. The flame sits upon a three-sided pedestal upon which the Three 
Keys of Knowledge, representing the humanities, the arts, and the sciences, are carved. Its design 
is derived from a well-known speech, “My Grandmother’s Basket of Keys,” given by Theodore 
H. Jack, the fourth president of then Randolph-Macon Woman’s College. The design is based 
upon the Randolph-Macon Woman’s College mace, only modified to reflect the College’s new 
seal after its name change in 2007. When not in use, the mace resides in the Lipscomb Library, 
along with the mace developed for Randolph-Macon Woman’s College in 1955.

Description of the Presidential Medallion and Chain of Office

A medallion given to the president by a university’s governing board is symbolic of the official 
authority granted to a president. The medallion being presented to President Bateman 

during the installation ceremony was designed especially for this occasion with the intent 
of being passed on to future presidents. The medallion is a replica of the College’s seal. The 
medallion is held around the neck of the president by the chain of office. The chain has a link 
dedicated to each permanent and interim president of the College. Additionally, there are four 
phrases etched into various links. Three are taken from the College’s mission statement: engage 
the world critically and creatively, live and work honorably, and experience life abundantly. The 
fourth phrase is the College’s motto, Vita abundantior, the life more abundant.

Description of the College Seal

The Randolph College seal was adopted as part of the College’s transition to coeducation. 
In 2006, the new seal was unveiled when the College’s Board of Trustees announced that 

Randolph-Macon Woman’s College would become Randolph College. Around the edge of the 
oval is an outer band with the inscription “Randolph College – 1891,” noting the date of the 
College’s founding. An inner band honors the institution’s history with the inscription “Founded 
as Randolph-Macon Woman’s College.” At the top is a Latin cross with the College’s motto, Vita 
abundantior, on the chevron beneath it. Below the chevron is a lighted lamp. The shape of the seal 
is based on heraldry and the College’s founding as a woman’s college. 
 The Randolph College seal is modified from the Randolph-Macon Woman’s College seal 
adopted in 1953, after the College developed its own Board of Trustees separate of the Randolph-
Macon system, which included Randolph-Macon College and Randolph-Macon Academy. The 
early design of the seal was originally developed by the Class of 1907 as a pin and later adapted 
to a ring. It served as the unofficial seal of the College until 1953, while the College’s official seal 
was that of the Randolph-Macon system.
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Wearing of Academic Apparel

The wearing of academic apparel has been the traditional way of symbolizing the value of learning. 
Probably the monasteries and cathedral schools in the seventh century were the precursors of 

our modern institutions of higher education. The robed and cowled monks were the first students. 
The wearing of gowns can be traced back to the great universities of Oxford and Cambridge where 
the wearing of the gown and cowl of the earlier cathedral school clerics was preserved as academic 
dress.
 Though caps and gowns have been worn for commencement ceremonies in this country 
since colonial times, in 1895 a commission of American educators met to formulate a uniform 
intercollegiate code for American institutions of higher learning. The code, as finally established, 
follows in general the English system and provides for three types of gowns as follows: those worn by 
bachelors or undergraduates are made of black material and have long pointed sleeves; masters wear 
either black silk or black wool made with a long, closed sleeve with an arc of a circle cut out near the 
bottom and slit for the arm; and the doctor’s gown is black silk with a full, round open sleeve. The 
gown is faced with velvet and has three bars of velvet on each sleeve. The black oxford or mortarboard 
cap is worn for all degrees.
 The hood, which signifies the degree conferred, has also been made uniform. The bachelor’s 
hood is three feet long; the master’s is three and one-half feet long; and the doctor’s is four feet long 
with a wider panel. The code prescribes a lining of different color silk in the official academic color or 
colors of the institution conferring the degree. The binding or trim of the hoods is velvet, two inches 
wide for bachelors, three inches wide for masters, and five inches wide for doctors. The color here 
indicates the department or faculty in which the degree is granted.

	ymbolic of authority, the College mace is carried by a senior faculty member serving as the 
	College marshal on ceremonial occasions during the academic procession. The mace bears the 
	College seal on top of a flame. The flame sits upon a three-sided pedestal upon which the Three 
	Keys of Knowledge, representing the humanities, the arts, and the sciences, are carved. Its design 
	is derived from a well-known speech, “My Grandmother’s Basket of Keys,” given by Theodore 
	H. Jack, the fourth president of then Randolph-Macon Woman’s College. The design is based 
	upon the Randolph-Macon Woman’s College mace, only modified to reflect the College’s new 
	seal after its name change in 2007. When not in use, the mace resides in the Lipscomb Library, 
	along with the mace developed for Randolph-Macon Woman’s College in 1955.

	he Randolph College seal was adopted as part of the College’s transition to coeducation. 
	In 2006, the new seal was unveiled when the College’s Board of Trustees announced that 
	Randolph-Macon Woman’s College would become Randolph College. Around the edge of the 
	oval is an outer band with the inscription “Randolph College – 1891,” noting the date of the 
	College’s founding. An inner band honors the institution’s history with the inscription “Founded 
	as Randolph-Macon Woman’s College.” At the top is a Latin cross with the College’s motto, 
	Vita 
	abundantior,
	 on the chevron beneath it. Below the chevron is a lighted lamp. The shape of the seal 
	is based on heraldry and the College’s founding as a woman’s college.

	he wearing of academic apparel has been the traditional way of symbolizing the value of learning. 
	Probably the monasteries and cathedral schools in the seventh century were the precursors of 
	our modern institutions of higher education. The robed and cowled monks were the first students. 
	The wearing of gowns can be traced back to the great universities of Oxford and Cambridge where 
	the wearing of the gown and cowl of the earlier cathedral school clerics was preserved as academic 
	dress.

	 Though caps and gowns have been worn for commencement ceremonies in this country 
	 Though caps and gowns have been worn for commencement ceremonies in this country 
	since colonial times, in 1895 a commission of American educators met to formulate a uniform 
	intercollegiate code for American institutions of higher learning. The code, as finally established, 
	follows in general the English system and provides for three types of gowns as follows: those worn by 
	bachelors or undergraduates are made of black material and have long pointed sleeves; masters wear 
	either black silk or black wool made with a long, closed sleeve with an arc of a circle cut out near the 
	bottom and slit for the arm; and the doctor’s gown is black silk with a full, round open sleeve. The 
	gown is faced with velvet and has three bars of velvet on each sleeve. The black oxford or mortarboard 
	cap is worn for all degrees.

	 The hood, which signifies the degree conferred, has also been made uniform. The bachelor’s 
	 The hood, which signifies the degree conferred, has also been made uniform. The bachelor’s 
	hood is three feet long; the master’s is three and one-half feet long; and the doctor’s is four feet long 
	with a wider panel. The code prescribes a lining of different color silk in the official academic color or 
	colors of the institution conferring the degree. The binding or trim of the hoods is velvet, two inches 
	wide for bachelors, three inches wide for masters, and five inches wide for doctors. The color here 
	indicates the department or faculty in which the degree is granted.
